For the scoop on Fell's Point during the Revolutionary War, look to the area's resident historian. Geoffrey M. Footner has penned books and articles about Chesapeake Bay shipbuilding, maritime and naval history, including USS Constellation: From Frigate to Sloop of War (U.S. Naval Institute, 2002), and Tidewater Triumph (Mystic Seaport Museum, 1998). Hear about Fell's Point in the pre-Revolutionary period, when shipping ruled. Learn what happened when war with England began.

Author Donald Shomette, naval historian and Chesapeake Bay archaeologist, details the exploits of Fell's Point's greatest naval hero, Commodore Joshua Barney. A patriot and an acclaimed seaman, Barney's adventures spanned both the Revolutionary War and the War of 1812. Thrill to tales of the Commodore's battles on the high seas, island raids, and experiences as a military prisoner.

The famous Baltimore Clipper Schooners had a lasting impact on trade, on shipbuilding, and, in timesof trouble, in world history. Learn about the schooners built in Fell's Point before and after the War of 1812 from maritime historian Fred Hopkins, Ph.D., author of Tom Boyle, Master Privateer (Tidewater Publishers, 1976). Discover why the British called Fell's Point "a nest of pirates."

The waters of the Chesapeake Bay saw fierce fighting during the War of 1812. Chart the course of British action and the ultimate loss at Baltimore with author Christopher T. George. George, the editor of the Journal of the War of 1812, is author of Terror on the Chesapeake: The War of 1812 on the Bay (White ManePublishing, 2001)

"They got Washington, not Baltimore!" Thanks to impressive fortifications built by artisans and mariners of Fell's Point on what is now the site of Patterson Park, the Battle of Baltimore turned the British back. Maritime historian Geoffrey M. Footner sets the scene, describing the place, the times, and the people. Fort McHenry National Park Service historian Scott Sheads describes the action as viewed from Hamsptead Ridge.

Pearre, who is currently restoring the historic 1732 Thames Street building for the Preservation Society.

Catherine Rogers Arthur, curator of Homewood HouseMuseum discusses period furnishings of the early 19th century. From fixtures and furniture to decorative touches and every-day tools, discover the plan for furnishing 1732 Thames Street, an early 19th century residence and shop.
