Trust fund established for murder victims with Bank of America

A vigil will be held in remembrance of three children slain in brutal murders last week in northern Park Heights. Mayor Martin O’Malley will join family members, members of the Hispanic community, Park Heights community representatives and members of the clergy at a vigil to remember the victims. The vigil will be held June 2, 2004, at 7010 Park Heights Ave. beginning at 7 p.m. in front of the apartment building where the tragedy occurred.

The Espinosa-Quezada Trust Fund has been established through the Bank of America, for Alexis Espejo Quezada, 10, Lucero Quezada, 9 and Ricardo Espinosa, 9, the three victims of last week’s savage killings.
