St. Mary’s College of Maryland will announce on Monday, July 18 the establishment of a $1.5 million scholarship endowment for Baltimore City high school students who attend St. Mary’s. Note: Baltimore City scholarship recipients will be on hand to discuss importance of the financial support toward their college educations. 
After receiving a $100,000 gift in 2003 that established the Tommy Yeager Scholarship for Baltimore City students, St. Mary’s president, Maggie O’Brien, initiated the creation of a scholarship endowment for Baltimore City students. The France-Merrick Foundation offered $250,000 in a 3:1 challenge grant to help St. Mary’s reach its original $1 million goal. The College has met and exceeded that original goal by more than $500,000. 
This endowment, along with the College’s continued partnership with the CollegeBound Foundation, ensures that Baltimore City students attending St Mary’s will have the opportunity and financial support needed to graduate from the state’s public honors college. SMCM matches dollar-for-dollar (up to $3,000) any CollegeBound Foundation grant to a student accepted into St. Mary’s.
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Founded in 1840 as Maryland’s “monument school” commemorating the state’s first capital, St. Mary’s College of Maryland provides a high-caliber liberal arts education typically associated with prestigious private colleges while maintaining the affordability and accessibility of a public college.
