EBLO honors the late Catalino “Tite” Curet Alonso, the legendary composer, musicologist, and journalist. During his career, Señor Curet established himself as one of the most renowned salseros, composing for and  playing with salsa greats such as Ruben Blades, Willie Colon, Cheo Feliciano, Rafael Cortijo, Ismael Miranda, Ismael Rivera and as one of the Fania All-Stars. He won countless awards at international music festivals and has been recognized as Puerto Rico's best composer. His compositions have been featured in musical scores of films such as Spanish director Pedro Almodovar's "Women on the Verge of a Nervous Breakdown" and US film-maker Francis Ford Coppola's "Godfather II," among others. For two consecutive years he was named best Latin American composer by the Record World Magazine, and still is extremely popular among many great performers and music fans of all ages. He passed away in Baltimore in August 2003. His daughter Hilda Curet, who currently lives in Baltimore, will accept the award in his honor.
