Benefits of Multiculturalism

A coalition of community activists and elected officials including Councilmember Tom Perez, and Delegates  Ana Sol Gutierrez, Susan Lee, Peter Franchot, and Victor Ramirez will hold a press conference on Tuesday, May 11th at 12:30pm at the Long Branch Community Center, located at 8700 Piney Branch Road in Silver Spring, off of University Blvd.

The participants are deeply troubled by Governor Ehrlich’s comments reported in several weekend newspapers: “Once you get into this multicultural crap, this bunk, that some folks are teaching in our college campuses and other places, you run into a problem” and “There is no such thing as a multicultural society that can sustain itself, in my view.”

State and local elected officials, community leaders, civil rights, and pro-immigrant organizations will raise a united voice in response to the Governor’s insensitive remarks on WBAL radio against non-English speaking workers. Representatives will be available from organizations supporting Jewish, Asian, Latino, and other foreign-born communities. The concerned leaders also plan to show their support for the many contributions made to Maryland’s vibrant economy by its diverse and multicultural communities.


“We hope this event launches a State-wide movement to acknowledge and celebrate the contributions of Maryland’s immigrant workforce. We must challenge these divisive anti-immigrant attitudes”, said Delegate Ana Sol Gutierrez. “We are seeking to increase political involvement and activism of the many foreign-born communities in Maryland to defend what U.S. laws have long required: equal opportunity for all—regardless of race, creed, gender, age, or national-origin.”
