Mr. Borunda is a proven and seasoned executive. His background reflects leadership in varied business enterprises, non-profit entities and political organizations. From his experience beginning a home-based business to overseeing budgets in excess 1.3 billion dollars Mr. Borunda has been able to navigate through many challenges and opportunities. He was also intimately involved in the visit by the Central American Ambassadors to Annapolis in 2006. Mr. Borunda was also been asked by the Maryland Secretary of State’s office to serve as a guest host to a delegation of Iraqi women visiting Maryland where he learned first hand of the plight of these brave pioneers.

In 2004, Governor Ehrlich and Lt. Governor Steele appointed Mr. Borunda to the Governor’s Commission on Minority Business Enterprise Reform. As Chair of the Certification Committee many of the recommendations his Committee made were implemented and have since become Maryland law.  The Small Business Reserve Program (SB 904) is a direct result of the work Mr. Borunda and the rest of the Commission initiated. 

In late 2004, Mr. Borunda initiated an effort to help at risk 10th and 11th grade minority students begin to think about business and the High School to College Continuum.  This non-profit organization, U.S. Hispanic Youth Entrepreneur Education (USHYEE) is currently focused on a statewide program called the Hispanic Youth Symposium. The inaugural Symposium was held at UMBC in July of 2005. USHYEE served nearly 100 students and awarded over $27,000 in scholarships. This effort has gained the attention and support of the Ehrlich Administration, and is recognized by State Department of Education. The program is scheduled to repeat in 2006 and has also caught the attention of the White House, the U.S. Department of Education and other Maryland State agencies.

In 2002, Mr. Borunda began to work with non-traditional Republicans and formed a political organization, Hispanic Republicans of Maryland (HRM) that became a platform for Gubernatorial candidate Ehrlich to begin to reach out to the Hispanic Community. As Chairman, his work in this arena is being recognized by the Maryland Republican Party, Republican National Committee and the White House. Mr. Borunda has been invited to the White House and has met with President Bush on several occasions.
